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Eventually! Some good news to tell my kids on Climate Change…

The politically non-aligned community group Climate Change Balmain-Rozelle is today celebrating a win for future generations. They are excited about the proposed legislation that has been put together by the Multi-Party Committee on Climate Change. “With $10billion on the table for renewable energy over the next 5 years, we can start to see the type of mechanisms that will lead to confidence in this sector and growth – that can only mean the cost of renewable energy will become cheaper, setting the wheels in motion for Australia’s transition to a clean energy economy,” said Jenny Curtis, Lilyfield resident and mother of 3.

Residents from this group in the Innerwest of Sydney have spent tireless hours over the last 5 years campaigning to see real action on Climate Change. Today, they are ecstatic to eventually see their grassroots community advocacy result in something that could have an impact. 

Most recently they have been knocking on doors to find out what their neighbours had to say about renewable energy in Australia and whether the government was doing enough. They took their findings to their local Member of Parliament, Tanya Plibersek because they believed that the only way to get the Government to act on Climate Change is to build a bridge of communication between the Ministers and their electorates. “They need to listen to their community regarding these issues and in turn the community needs to communicate its concern. We have been very busy encouraging locals to get on the phone and let our MP know what they are thinking on this issue. This last week over 30 volunteers delivered 16,000 flyers in our electorate, asking residents to make that call” 

Our Climate action Group is not alone!  We have coordinated with over 70 other groups from around the country who have also been working with the 100% Renewables campaign. Together these groups have had over 14,000 conversations with people about government support for renewable energy and had meetings with their MPs. In June the 100% campaign took their findings to Canberra to let the MPCCC know of the resounding support across the nation for growth in the renewable energy sector. 

Our local group is part of a coordinated and organised grassroots initiative that can demonstrate a mandate for change. “Today, as the little people, we eventually feel that we have gathered enough of us together to have our collective voice heard…and the wheels are starting to turn.” We are keen to see this funding start to flow as soon as possible….
